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Gulf differences are not a new phenomenon, it is known that
there are many differences of views sometimes lead to differences
between the Gulf Cooperation Council countries, as is the case in the
Gulf - Qatar relations, and most of these differences border and
rivalry between the ruling families and the incompatibility of visions in
In addition to the differences in the nature of the role of the Gulf
Cooperation Council and its performance, which developed in the
process of withdrawing the ambassadors of the Gulf States from
Qatar, and worked the Gulf Arab countries to intervene militarily in
the Kingdom of Bahrain and support Bahrain financially, economically
and militarily to support stability In spite of all this, the democratic
path and the rise of the Islamic political trend, and a number of
countries in the so-called Arab Spring, especially the Muslim
Brotherhood, which benefited from these changes in the Arab
countries (Egypt, Tunisia, Libya) The rise of the Muslim Brotherhood
as an Islamic movement that threatens the legitimacy of the ruling
regimes in the Arab Gulf States itself may affect their stability as the
Gulf States sought in their endeavor to face these changes for fear of
their transfer to their countries, which is what happened Of disorders
in the east The Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, as well as the crisis in
Bahrain and in the vicinity of Yemen, which is still supported by the
Gulf and specifically (Saudi Arabia and the United Arab Emirates) to
support the legitimacy and the use of Hazem crisis to support the
regime of President Abed Rabbo Mansouralp conflict continues until
the writing of this study, contrary to the country that was supportive
(Arab Spring), which is considered by the Arab Gulf States to oppose
its policy of supporting the Egyptian regime led by President (Abdel
Fattah al-Sisi) and stability of Egypt's political weight and weight in
the Arab region, especially after the removal of the Brotherhood S
(Mohammed Morsi) and Zjh in prison by the end of his trial. The
continued stalemate of the country towards the Gulf states, led by
Saudi Arabia, has exceeded the official level, while countries such as
Oman and Kuwait have taken a non-alignment bloc within the GCC.
The Yemeni conflict is another example of conflict of interest for
political blocs While Saudi Arabia considers the Houthis a terrorist
group, the Qatari government believes the Houthi group is one of the
components of the political scene in Yemen. In conclusion, it is
clear that fears of security threats will continue to be the common
factor that brings together the GCC countries at one table without
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regard to the differences between them. The potential concerns of
Iran, Iragq, and the Sham, known as "Da'ash" Played a key role in
uniting Gulf ranks. The current challenges faced by GCC member
states, such as terrorism and threats from neighboring countries, and
the importance of the strategic location of the Gulf states, particularly
Bab al-Mandab and the Strait of Hormuz, have been successful.
They have regional and international implications if the oil-rich region
is threatened. The following conclusions: 1. The lack of coordination
and unification in the common positions of the Gulf House, because
the failure to adopt these collective positions does not lead to
conciliation and consensus in positions. 2. The position of the Gulf
states at the beginning of the crises was not supportive, it does not
lead to stopping the bleeding of the Arab crises, especially the crisis
in Bahrain and Yemen in particular. 3. The lack of crystallization of
the project of reconciliation Gulf Gulf and Gulf regional, represented
in the Gulf conflict Qatar and the Iranian Gulf through the crisis of the
Iranian nuclear file and the Iranian occupation of the islands of the
United Arab Emirates. 4. The absence of a comprehensive approach
to resolve the Yemeni crisis as a source of danger and a direct threat
to the security and stability of the Gulf states. 5. No political, political
and strategic workshops should be held to discuss the course of the
crises, their practical results and their prospects. In conclusion, the
study aspires to find those conclusions in the way of solution and
adherence and success in efforts to restore stability and security to
the Arab world and the preservation of its security and stability and
prosperity and all this will happen with the new positions and policies
of the Gulf Arab countries that play an important role and important in
the stability of the Gulf region being An area rich in oil and gas and is
an important source to provide the West and Europe in those
important riches.
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
